You will send your fees to us; the details on how to send the money are included on the invoice. We
will arrange an airport pick up and homestay family (if required) after the fees are paid.

When payment of your fees has been received in full we will send you a Receipt and confirm your
place on the course.

You will apply for your Student Visa with school 6s

Our homestay coordinator will advise you of the details of your homestay before you depart for
Australia.

When your flight details have been confirmed, please advise the school of your flight dates, times,
and number so we can arrange an airport pick up for you.

On your first school day please bring your passport and insurance certificate (if not arranged by
school).

You will be enrolled in your course after you have completed a placement test at school.

MEDICAL AND TRAVEL INSURANCE

Most students are not entitled to publicly funded health services while in Australia unless a
resident or a citizen of Australia. If you receive medical treatment during your visit, you will
be liable for the full costs of that treatment. Student visa holders must have Overseas
Student Health Cover (OSHC). Your insurance details will be confirmed when you are
enrolled. If you would like us to organise insurance for you please contact us for more
information.

The health insurance company who covers overseas students at Pacific English Study is
called Medibank OSHC.

ACCOMMODATION

It is important to have a friendly, clean, secure home when students are studying on the Gold
Coast. Our Welfare Officer is happy to give students advice, inform them of their choices, and
arrange accommodation. Students 18 years and over have a choice of living styles:
